Additional materials regarding the organization may be included in the packet but is not necessary.  

· Recipients of a Capitol Network grant in 2017 are not eligible in 2018.  

· Completed applications must be postmarked by September 7, 2018 for consideration.  
 
The Capitol Network Charity Committee will select charities/non-profit entities in September to receive a grant. Applicants and their nominators will be notified in October if they have been selected.
